Prelude:  O Master, let me walk with Thee      H. Percy Smith (1825-
1898) 
Communion:  More Love to Thee, O Christ     W. Doane (1832-1915) 
Postlude: Christ the Lord has Risen today.     C. Wesley (1707-1788)  
 

Charles Wesley, the co-founder of the Methodist movement, wrote 
this hymn in 1739 where it was initially entitled, “Hymn for Easter 
Day”. It originally had 11 verses but was later edited in 1769 to the 5 
verses we now sing today. This hymn eventually became the bedrock 
of Christian music into the modern era.
